Key-Note Speaker – Ratko Rudic  - USWP Men’s Olympic Head Coach
-Ratko Rudic, considered by many to be the best water polo coach in the world, assumed the role of U.S. men's Head Coach and National Programs Director in January of 2001. With a talented staff of veteran U.S. coaches, Rudic stands poised to continue his international poolside dominance.

Rudic has been a part of gold medal teams both as a player and a coach. After winning gold and silver medals as a member of the Yugoslavian Olympic Team, Rudic went on to coach his home nation to the FINA World Championship gold medal in 1986. From there, Rudic went on to best the U.S. in consecutive Olympic Games, winning gold in 1984 and 1988. Following the 1988 Olympics, Rudic took the helm of the Italian National Team, where he served as coach from 1990 to 2000. In 1992, Rudic garnered his third Olympic gold medal in a row and followed that up with a World Cup gold medal finish in 1993. Italy finished with a World Cup silver medal in 1995. Rudic and company returned to the Olympic medal stand in 1996, this time placing third at the Atlanta Games. Italy captured another FINA World Cup silver in 1999 under Rudic. During his time with Italy, Rudic also guided his team to two gold medals (1993, 1995) and one bronze (1999) at the highly-competitive European Championships.
